Abstract
Balsaminaceae is a family of annual or perennial herbs with more than 1,000 representatives that are mainly distributed in tropics and subtropics of the Old World.  A revision of this family for the Flora of Thailand revealed that two genera, Hydrocera Blume  (1 species) and Impatiens L. (more than 90 species) are native to the country. Introduction to the family and genera including taxonomic history, ecology, diversity, important taxonomic characters, and the progress on research will be presented and discussed. 
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
