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Euonymus is a genus of shrubs, sometimes climbing, to small or big trees. There are approximately 130-200 species of the genus distributed in tropical, subtropical and temperate regions of America, Africa, and Eurasia (2 species in Australia). A taxonomic revision of Euonymus has been carried out for the Flora of Thailand and Flore du Cambodge, du Laos et du Vietnam, based on materials at BFH, C, E, K, LE, MHA, P, PNH, SING, W and personal collections (Cambodia, Laos, Malaysia, Philippines, Singapore, Thailand, Vietnam). Most species have already been identified and catalogued; all plant names (especially the most obscure) have been typified. There are 21 species (3 endemics + 7 sub-endemics) for Indochina Peninsula (without Thailand); 7 species (1 endemic) for Thailand and 12 species (8 endemics) for Malesia. A new endemic species of Euonymus from tropical mixed forest in southern Vietnam (South Annamese province, Bi Dup mountain) is described. Taxonomic position and relationships of all southeastern Asian species are discussed.
