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Poaceae is the second largest family in the Monocoteydons with over 700 genera and 11,000 species. In Thailand there are 556 species in 144 genera, making it the second largest monocot family in the country. The Flora of Thailand account of Poaceae was started in June 2004 and is now nearing completion.  The project has been truly collaborative effort, with a focus on Thai botanists writing up accounts.  As such it has generated six PhDs and several Masters degrees. The talk will outline some of the main findings from the work and discuss the practicalities of coordinating a large floristic project.
