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The botanical richness of China is unrivalled in temperate latitudes, with more than 31,000 species of higher plants, more than half of species are endemic to China. In this report, these research results, as well as their basic facilities (herbaria, libraries as well as botanical gardens/arboreta), publications (floras, papers and monographs), and the new development and the trends of plant systematic in China are briefly discussed, including the updated information of Florae Reipublicis Popularis Sinicae (1959-2004, FRPS, Chinese Edition of Flora of China), Flora of China (FOC, English Edition of Flora of China), and more than 50 local floras within China. The relationship between Chinese floras and the floras from southern Asia (including Thailand) are also discussed.
