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Recent molecular sequencing work has resulted in major changes to our understanding of generic delimitation in Southeast Asian Gesneriaceae.  Although familiar large genera such as Aeschynanthus and Cyrtandra are unchanged, other large genera such as Chirita have been shown to be polyphyletic.  Chirita has now been split into five genera with knock-on effects in other genera such as Henckelia, the majority of species of which must now be accommodated in Codonoboea and Loxocarpus.  Exploration in Thailand is bringing many new species of Gesneriaceae to our attention, particularly from limestone sites.  Some recent finds cannot be accommodated within the existing generic framework and research is ongoing to see whether new genera must be described.  As very many species are narrowly endemic many species could be under severe threat.
