The Diversity of Herpetofauna in Hala-bala wildlite sanctuary
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Abstract

The amphibians of hill forest in Hala Bala Wildlife Sanctuary, Yala and Narathiwat
Provinces, located at the extreme south of Thailand was studied between October 2001 and
August 2002. A total of 49 Amphibian species were found. Of these, 8 were new records for
Thailand: Leptolalax heteropus, Bufo divergens, Phrynella pulchra, Limnonectes malesianus,
Rana baranica, Philautus petersi, Philautus vermiculatus and Caudacaecilia larutensis, 2 species
may be new and endemic to the area; Rana cf. Sigata and Philautus sp. The diversity of
amphibians in the study area was very close to that found in Penisular Malaysia and the

similarity value with this area was higher than with Phang-nga Province, Upper of Thailand.
